Commentary:  Certification of District Population:  As in the past, the state of Minnesota requires New Prague Area Schools to certify the district population so that the state can compute state aid amounts for Community Services programs affected. The method we used was to contact the cities of New Prague, New Market and Lonsdale, along with the counties of Scott, Rice and Le Sueur; requesting the number of building permits issued from May 2008 to April 2009.  We combined the total number of building permits and multiplied that number by 2.6.  At this time, we are requesting action from the board at the next meeting to certify New Prague Area Schools’ district population at 19401.6
