Mark Siebenaller, Chairman of the Holy Cross School Board addressed the Board on the ramification of the proposed Transportation Attendance Boundaries and the omission of bussing to the Holy Cross for the students living in the Veseli area.   The Holy Cross Board is proposing a five mile radius around Veseli to be included in the bussing of students to Holy Cross.  He also informed the board of the loss in state aid that would occur should busing be eliminated for these 30 students
Father Lapinski, Pastor of Holy Trinity Parish in Veseli, also addressed the board regarding bussing of the 30 Veseli students to Holy Cross School.

· Communication – Dr. Poplau went over changes to the Communications department and the budget increase necessary due to increase costs in Postal Services

He explained the voting process with each district receiving one vote.  Preliminary voting was conducted allowing the Principal and Athletic Director of each district one voting.  New Prague Area School voted nay on the preliminary vote.

Mark Siebenaller and Pastor Lapinski of Holy Trinity Church addressed the board with their concerns on the 30 students residing outside the proposed attendance boundaries under discussion for the Holy Cross School and proposed a solution to the problem.  Katie and Sheila Grabosky addressed the board requesting recognition for the accomplishment of graduating from High School and receiving a degree from a community college students attend through the PSEO program.
