· Make available fiscal reports to the participating districts

· Provide and coordinate as needed:  space, equipment, evening building supervision, CE catalog advertising; child care, transportation and other services within the limits of the ABE program budget

· Assist in soliciting other financial or human resources necessary for programming

WHEREAS, the Carver School Educational Cooperative, serving as the fiscal agent, and the participating districts will work in partnership to:

Provide or coordinate as needed:  space, equipment, evening building supervision, CE catalog advertising, child care, transportation and other services needed to conduct the ABE Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that New Prague Area Schools, Independent School District #721 agrees to work with the above name school districts and agencies in continuing a cooperative Abe Program.

Summary of Regular School Board Meeting  February 26, 2007
The Regular meeting of the New Prague Area Schools was called to order at  5:30 pm.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited and roll taken with board member Havlicek, and Reed arriving late.  The board entered into closed session for purposes of negotiations and reopened the meeting at 6:30 PM.  A brief presentation was made by the Superintendent in recognition of Nation School Board Members Week.  The agenda and supplemental agenda were approved.  The consent agenda received approval following a request to amend the minutes of   February 5, 2007.  The supplemental action item was moved to committee for discussion.  In committee the board heard a request for immediate adoption of a resolution to enter into agreement with Carver-Scott for Adult Basic Education.  Received a presentation and had questions answered by a representative of Johnson Controls on the Wind-Power Joint Powers Agreement.  Immediate adoption of a resolution to enter into this agreement was requested.  Operating Levy was brought for discussion with no additional information being presented.  Sub-committee reports were received from:  Executive Board – planned and created agenda for the next two board meetings.  Review and Evaluation – Presented information on the High School addition and the move of offices into the remodeled CEC space.  Continue to gather information on the soccer fields, artificial turf, and swimming pool.  Strategic Leadership – tabled discussion and approval of Calendars 2007/2008 and 2008/2009.  Presented policy 630, Kindergarten Admission Policy and Procedures for first reading.  Requested second reading and approval of the policy at next meeting.  MRVSEC- no report given, representative absent.  Dates to Note:  reviewed the dates and were informed of the Gifted and Talented Presentation to be held on March 12 at the Middle School Auditorium.  Due to unforeseen changes, Board members discussed the changing of meeting dates in April to allow all members to be present at meetings.  More details will be discussed at the March 8 Executive Board meeting.  The committee rose, accepted recommendations and adopted the resolution to join the cooperative for adult basic education with Carver-Scott; adopted the resolution to join the Joint Powers Agreement for wind power.
