OPEN FORUM
Parent Julianne Scrivner addressed the board requesting an update on what has been done for the safety of 6th grade students who must cross Central Avenue several times per day.  She was informed of the traffic study that gave the number of cars and the speed they were traveling, periods of most congestion and the signage that will be purchased by the school district and installed and maintained by the city.  Principal Dittberner will give the current 5th grade an in depth presentation on the crossing of Central Avenue next spring.  Also, major changes will occur in the scheduling for next year that will eliminate the number of crossings that the sixth grade students need to make each day.

· Principal Tom Doig presented information on the On-line courses that will be offered next year for the high school.  Principal Doig stressed that this is the way of the future and would like to keep New Prague on the cutting edge.

Clerk Havlicek read the resolution naming the newly elected board candidates Walerius, Dvorak and Robischon and authorized the issuance of certificates of election.  Roll cal vote was taken with all board members voting in favor of the approval of the resolution.  Resolution passed 7/0.

The presenters gave an overview of the process that was used to develop the new statement.  Board approval is requested at the next meeting.

Summary of Regular School Board Meeting November 9, 2009.   Chairperson Reed opened the meeting and asked member to rise and recite the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll was taken with Board Member Carlson arriving at 6:40 pm.  Button up your Overcoat was performed by two case members of the Fall Musical Good News.  Julianne Scrivner addressed the board in Open Forum on Student safety crossing Central Avenue.   Ms.Scrivner was informed of the purchase of crossing signs and the traffic student that was conducted by the city.  There are two peak times for traffic in the area.  Those being the start of the school day, and the close of the school day.  Traffic counts were conducted along with speed check.  Mr. Dittberner informed the board and Ms. Scrivner that changes will be made to the scheduling for the next year but cannot be amended for the remainder of this year.  He will also have special meeting in the spring for the fifth graders who will enter the CEC next fall as sixth grade.  Tom Doig presented the board with an overview of the Online Courses that he would like to begin next fall.  Colleen Cardenuto also addressed the board with the Curriculum Advisor Council that has been mandated by the MDE.  Ten members are needed for the council.  Application for membership can be found on the website under curriculum.  The agenda and consent agenda were approved.  In action, roll call votes were taken to approve the election abstract and the issuance of certificated of election.  Both resolutions passed unanimously.  The board entered into the committee of the whole and received the presentation from the committee on the mission, vision, value and goals that were created for the district.  The statements will be added to the next agenda for approval.  In reports, the superintendent informed the boar of the continuation of the community, parents and student surveys.  He reported on the special services transition program for kindergarten and the transition class that worked in the popcorn wagon at the State Bank.  The class received a $50 donation that will be used to purchase supplies for creating cards that will then be sold.  The high school video has been placed on the website.  Raven Stream had 750 people attend their Family Fun Nights “The Island Is Calling”.  Other committee reports included the executive committee and SEPAC.  No other committee met.  The board recessed and entered into closed session for purpose of land purchase.  At 8:23, the board reopened the meeting and adjourned.
