Superintendent Menozzi presented Marty Beckius with a gift of appreciation for his years of service to the school system.

Principal Dittberner informed the board of the Middle School Study that his building is currently doing.  Staff will review the best practices of the middle school system, conduct surveys and do site visits to exemplary middle school.  The study will be conducted over the next year and it is hoped that next November the study can be presented to the school board.
Raven Stream Teachers along with Principal Pat Pribyl are currently attending the Math and Science Academy.  Various skills and methods are being given to the staff attending the academy.  The staff meets on a weekly basis to assess the newly learned teaching style.  

Special Services Director Tony Buthe, Instructors Amy Vandenberg and Kim Isley informed the board of how special services received their referrals, the types of services that are provided and the benefits of the Birth through five-year-old special services programs.

· Approval of Hybrid Online Courses at the high school: A motion was made by Havlicek and seconded by Walerius to approve the Hybrid Courses at the high school.  Discussion included additional detailed information from Ton Doig, high School Principal.  Motion carried 5/1 with Reed voting against.
· Final Levy Approval 2010:  Due to a change made during the recent legislative session, Truth in Taxation needs not be conducted.  In its place a detailed presentation is presented, followed by answering of questions and the board approving the levy.  The budget for the 2010/11 school years is anticipated to be approximately 36 million with 10.6 million generated from levy.  A motion was made by Havlicek and seconded by Dvorak to approve the Pay 2010 levy.  Motion carried 6/0.
