He acknowledged Virginia Lucier Hoyt on her donation of her home to Mankato State for New Prague graduate scholarships.  During the recent heavy snowfall, the basketball coaches conducted a clinic with many area youths participating.  The Community Ed department held at Art Show with area artists participating. Recognized former teacher Tom Preston who passed away over the weekend.
Integration:  The three school districts held their first integration meeting where the basics of the program were presented and information from LeCenter and Montgomery was received
SUPERINTENDENT UPDATES


Good News:  Superintendent Menozzi welcomed Tammy Pexa to the school board and thanked Bob Reed for his years of service.  Raven Stream teachers Sande Schoenecker and Nick Huber have been honored as TIES Exceptional Teachers.  November 15-19th was Bully Prevention Week.  Students were given instructions on bullying types of behavior, respect, name calling, peer pressure and resolving conflict.  Carlton College has recognized Dean Dorner as a secondary teacher who has been the most influential in a student’s high school career.  Mr. Dorner was nominated by Dan Geiger. Eagle View social worker Renee Meyers has implemented a new program for third through fifth graders called Steps to Respect. The New Market Lions Club has started a program to help families in need at Eagle View.  The new police chief in New Market has met with Principal Randall and Superintendent on several occasions.  A parent commented during conferences on the Ticket to Read program and the impact this has had on her son.  Christopher Trettle along with Stephan Whipple has placed in the fall chess tournament.  Special Services have received grant money to provide a three hour training session for the paraprofessionals.  New Prague Area Schools will showcase our technology equipment at the TIES conference in December.  New Prague Area schools will present work sessions at the Metro ECSU conference and at the MSBA conference in January.
