Daryl Bauer addressed the board on comparatives that he put together for the past 10 years.  Student numbers, staffing and dollar comparatives were listed.  

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

CONSENT AGENDA

REPORTS
Social studies teacher, Jen Sayler, and students Shannen Dietz and Kiana Morris presented the board with information on the request for overnight field trip allowing students to participate in Model UN and Model Assembly in January and March of 2012.  A brief description of what students do while attending the conferences including the actual writing of a bill and passage through the Student Senate.  Immediate action was requested for this field trip
BOARD UPDATES
MRVSEC/Carver/Scott Education Cooperative:  Representative Havlicek reported on the meeting held earlier in the month.  Continued progress is being made toward the merger of the two cooperatives which is expected to be complete by the 2013/2014 school year. Contract negotiations for several groups have been combined to form one joint contract.  Additional information given at the meetings were resolutions for approval, policy review and financial update.  Representatives from Carver Scott did a presentation on the JAF (Juvenile Alternative Facility) located near Jordan.  A sick leave donation policy was approved.
Negotiations:  Transportation, cooks, paras and teachers are continuing negotiations.  The support groups could possibly reach an agreement sometime in December.  Teacher negotiations are continuing.  Preliminary work is being done to begin negotiation for the custodial, technology, principals and clerical groups.

Additional acknowledgment was made on the great job done by the cast of the all school production.  Reminded board members that the Winter Sports Season has begun and an Integration Meeting will be held next week.
Policy:  Board Member Brooks publicly recognized Tim Rybak for his years of service on the Policy Committee.  First reading of policies was requested.
SUPERINTENDENT UPDATES

Good News:  The Superintendent attended several of the Veteran’s Day presentations. A  letter from parents of the speaker at the high school was read noting how impressed they were on the student participation, cleanliness of the building and respect shown by the student body. The Superintendent also attended the play and express how great the cast performed.
