Recommended Goals and Possible Questions

Each school will meet the criteria to become a Minnesota Department of Education “4 Star School” in the area of Reading as measured by performance on the 2007 Minnesota Comprehensive Assessment.  
1. What does being a 4-Star school mean? (My comments are written in blue)
Below you will see the Five Star Rating System as explained by the Minnesota Department of Education.  The recommended goal is for all of our schools to maintain or become a four star school.  
The Minnesota Star Rating was established in 2004 for schools to quickly understand how they are doing in academics and other indicators of educational success.
MCA Star Scale

This is based upon the formula I showed you at the Board Meeting.  If we meet it we are considered as meeting the goal if not we are on the “not making AYP list.”)

Additional Indicators

Stars for Exceptional Academic Performance

· Schools that make AYP can earn up to two more stars by meeting any of the following:

· Outstanding performance compared to schools with similar numbers of students receiving free and reduced price lunch.

· Outstanding performance compared to schools of similar size.  The state determines which schools are similar for this goal and can be viewed online.
· Fewer than 10% of students not meeting or partially meeting standards.

· More than 30% of students exceeding standards.

2. How much do we have to improve to get there?

Currently our Elementary and High School have earned four stars in the area of Reading.  The thought to make this a recommended goal is based upon the following facts:

· This was the first year that the Elementary earned four stars.  Only the Intermediate School took the MCA II last year and we would like to maintain this now that we are three separate schools.

· This is the second year that the High School is a four star school in Reading, but there is a large concern that our growing Special Education Population will make this a challenge to reach this goal next year.

· The Middle School is only a two star school in the area of Reading.  A 10% improvement in Special Education and maintaining other population’s results must occur in order to make this goal possible. 
3. What is the plan for making that happen--what's going to change or improve?
Each building has or is working on an action plan to make this goal possible.  Below are just a few examples of what buildings are doing:

High School

· The High School has had several meetings with the Special Education Department to discuss and make changes to meet the need of their Special Education Population

· The Math Department and Language Arts Department have met with the Special Education Department to establish a collaborate instructional plan to work with the Special Education students within the classroom.

· Curriculum Maps have been developed and are being revised as need be to ensure that the curriculum is aligned with the state standards.  The standards are what the students must know in order to be successful on these assessments and are the established baseline for what every student should know by the end of that grade level.  

· Data and results are being analyzed by each group to find areas of improvements and areas of strength.  This data has been and will continue to be discussed in order to make quality decisions.

Middle School
· The Middle School has worked within their teams to make changes, identify struggling students, and develop a plan for their team’s student success.

· Curriculum Maps have been developed and are being revised as need be to ensure that the curriculum is aligned with the state standards.  The standards are what the students must know in order to be successful on these assessments and are the established baseline for what every student should know by the end of that grade level.  

· Data and results are being analyzed by each group to find areas of improvements and areas of strength.  This data has been and will continue to be discussed in order to make quality decisions.

Elementary 
· The Reading and Math Curriculum Maps have been developed.  A science map is being created as the new curriculum is being implemented. 

· Data and results are being analyzed by each group to find areas of improvements and areas of strength.  This data has been and will continue to be discussed in order to make quality decisions.

· The new Reading program is being implemented.  Students experience whole group, small groups, and tutorials for those with the skill needs.  

A 10% improvement over the 2005-MCA II Mathematic test results in the area of Special Education will be made in each school.  

A 10% improvement over the 2005-MCA II Reading test results in the area of Special Education will be made in each school. 

Why target the Special Education Population for improvement?

The Intermediate School in 2003 and the Middle School this year has been placed on the “not making AYP list” due to the results of the Special Education subgroup.  Improvement must be made or if any school makes the “not making AYP list” two consecutive years in a row will have to face the No Child Left Behind consequences.  Example:  One consequence would be to hire a consultant to create an improvement plan.  

Why a 10% improvement goal? 

A ten percent improvement will put each school into “safe harbor” which will keep the school off the “not making AYP list”

What is the plan for making that happen--what's going to change or improve?
The Elementary Schools will continue to implement the changes they made in 2004.  This has been a successful implementation for the school in making “safe harbor” for the past two assessments.

Instructional practices are being reviewed to ensure common vocabulary, standard alignment and test preparation implementation.  (Bell Works, DOL. Ect.)
