Thereby; the following qualifications shall be placed into effect:  

1.  All Open Enrollment and Agreement Between School Boards requests shall be denied as of the date of this resolution for the 2005/2006 school year with the following exceptions.

A.  When one or more siblings are currently attending the  New Prague School District,

B. An application has been received and approved prior to the date of this resolution,

C. Upon presentation of an affedavit affirming occupancy of a home whose address is within the school district boundaries.  Occupancy  must occur within 120 days of the Open Enrollment application.

2. The Superintendent is directed to deny all requests for Agreement Between School Boards for the 2004/2005 School Year as of  October 1, 2004.

· Task Force Committee Recommendations:  Dan Smith and several members of the Task Force Committee presented the outcome of their meetings requesting the Board to proceed with calling for a Special Election calling for the voters to approve a two part question for the construction of three elementary buildings, renovation to the current Intermediate School and a High School Addition.  Members of the Task Force received a round of applause for their dedication. Immediate Action was requested.

· Direction for Superintendent on Special Election:  Upon reviewal of the Task Force Committee Recommendations, the Board directed the Superintendent to bring forward a resolution calling for a December 14, 2004 Special Election with the Ballot Questions incorporating the following:  

1.  The construction of two elementary schools, one in New Market and one in New Prague and the renovation of the current Intermediate School; 
2.  The construction of an  Elementary School in Lonsdale and an addition to the High School; and 
3. The inclusion of a swimming pool in the High School Addition. Immediate action was requested.
· Joint Funding Source and Models from school districts with swimming pools:  Dr. Poplau was directed to begin discussions on joint funding for the operations of a swimming pool and to search for other school district models of joint funding.  Immediate action requested.

· Insurance Summary:  The School District had an increase of 2.75% in workers compensation insurance – this is significantly lower then last years 120% increase.  Health insurance increased 11% overall which is still 2% less than the school district average of 13%.  The property and liability insurance premium quote is forthcoming pending bids.  Long-term disability (LTD) and dental remained constant while life insurance increased 4.5%.  
· Legislative Update: Dr. Poplau advised the board on the legislative outcomes from the 2004 session. 

· Standing Committee Agenda:  Details of standing committee meeting dates were given to board members.

· Levy Certification:  Details of the report from the Minnesota Department of Education on the Levy Certification for the 2005 Tax Year were presented to Board Members.  Immediate Action was requested to certify the maximum allowed for Levy.  Action requested at next meeting. 
· District Report Card: Dr. Poplau gave the board an overview of the District Report Card. 

· Special Board Meeting Date:  The board requested a Special Board Meeting date for Friday, September 17 at 7:00 AM for purposes of approval of Review and Comment.
