· Weighted Grades at the High School:  The Policy and Philosophy sub committee led the discussion of the Advanced Placement grades that are currently weighted and the College In the Schools grades that are not weighted.  The board approved weighted grades for all college level courses taught at the high school.  Immediate action was requested for the 2006/2007 school year.

· Construction update:  Vaughn Dierks representing Wold Architects apprised the board on the status of the High School Additions including current floor plans.  

· Construction Dollars remaining:  Tim Rybak went over the preliminary Project Budget for the two elementary schools, highlighting areas of interest and or concern.  A time line for the completion of the Eagle View School was also presented.  And, finally the status of the soccer field construction was given.  Information only, no action needed.

· Preliminary Levy Information:  Rod Zivkovich, Finance Director, presented the board information on the Levy for the 2007.  This is the beginning process of the budget for the 2007/2008 school year.  Levy must have board approval no later than October 1.  Action requested for maximum levy amount at the next meeting. 

· Sub-Committee Reports

· Policy & Philosophy:  Sub-committee met and discussed the weighting of grades at the high school.
