Mr. Lang further stated that Heather has been employed with the district for three years and was placed on non-renewal in the Spring of 2007.  NPEM is seeking the re-instatement of Heather King to her teaching position citing her performance ratings and the lack of an appropriate evaluation process used for her first two years of employment.   NPEM is seeking board help in looking into this situation.
