APPROVAL OF AGENDA  

There were no additions, changes, deletions to the agenda.  Motion made by Havlicek and second made by Robischon to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 6/0.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion was made by Reed and seconded by Pint to approve items on the consent agenda.  Motion carried 6/0.

REPORTS

Cheryl Malecha, Director of Health Services presented the SHIP (Statewide Health Improvement Plan) program which is a two million dollar grant for Scott and Carver counties.  The middle school will be the level where this program will be started.  This level of students will be introduced to sustainable changes.  Site visits have been conducted and three goals have been identified; 1.) Develop a food service committee to implement the plan, 2.) Complete an environmental scan of the facilities and 3.) School enhancement to get the message to the students.  Targeted areas are engaging teachers not to reward with food, improve selections on the Ala Carte line, add posters to the lunch area, increase the seating capacity and use locally grown products in a farm to school program.

Administrative Goals:  Cheryl Malecha presented her goals for the past school year and the accomplishments that were achieved.  H1N1 was the prime objective with conducting in-services to inform staff, parents and the community, collaborates with the county offering immunization clinics.  Over half of the students of the district received the vaccination.   The nursing staff created 145 written emergency care plans for students covering areas such as diabetics, seizures, chronic illnesses and food allergies.

Middle School Principal Tim Dittberner elaborated on the goals that were set for middle school students.  All of the goals for the Middle School were tied to the MCA scores.  Results are in but are not publishable at this time; however, the goals that were set last fall appear to be realized.  Results will be available for publishing later this week.

Special Services Director Tony Buthe presented the results from the department goals.  Response to Intervention was the program used by all students pre-k through grade 12.   This program is responsible for keeping many students out of special education programming and keeping them in the classroom. 

Human Resource Director Donna Friedmann goals of informing staff of the “good things” done by individuals were successful.  It started rather slowly but gained during the school year.

OLD BUSINESS

Discussion of Springstead Services for the 2011 election was held.  Additional information needs to be obtained in the area of costs per service.  Request made to return this item to the agenda for the July 12th meeting. A dollar figure will be added to the motion.

NEW BUSINESS

Read letter of resignation from School Board Member:  the letter of resignation was read by Chairperson Walerius.  Motion was requested to move to the Action part of the agenda for approval of the resignation.  Motion was made by Havlicek and seconded by Dvorak to move item for action.  Motion carried 6/0.

Discuss and motion for approval process to fill vacancy:  Discussion was held on the process to be used for filling the vacancy caused by the resignation. Two options are available: 1. Appoint from previous board members, and 2. Create an application process for the public to fill out and then interview candidates prior to selecting and approving a candidate to fill the vacancy.  A special meeting will be held on July 26th to interview candidates and make a selection.  Motion was made by Pint and seconded by Dvorak to move the notice of vacancy and process to action.  Motion carried 6/0.
