PUBLIC COMMENTARY

· Technology/Five Year Plan:  the board received information on the Five Year Plan that has been developed for Technology in the School District.  Colleen Cardenuto, Director of Teaching, Learning and Assessment, along with Shawn Brandt, Integration Specialist for the district and Greg Pint, District Lead Technician led the discussion on the future of technology in the district.  The plan has been two years in the making.  Using the District Strategic Plan in conjunction with the State and National Plans, the group developed five goals.  Crucial to this plan is 100% teacher commitment to technology and its use in the classroom. Curriculum for the future may include digital textbooks and curriculum.  Infrastructure for this usage will require updating in order to have all pieces in place for teachers and students to access at all times of the day.  The district computers are quickly reaching their limits and a seven year rotation needs to be put in place for outdated units.   Upgrades along with technology consumables, upgrades to the phone service, and the CEC building monitor cameras are being discussed.  Costs for this program are still being worked out.  

· Seventh grade student Kaylah Smeby has been selected as one of Minnesota’s Distinguished Finalists for the 2012 Prudential Spirit of Community Wards.  The Prudential Spirit of Community Awards created in 1995 by Prudential Financial in partnership with the National Association of Secondary School Principals (NASSP) are designed to emphasize the importance our nation places on service to others, and encourage all young Americans to contribute to their communities.  Principal Tim Dittberner along with the representative from Prudential presented the medallion.

Good News:  Beginning in May, MSBA Boardcaster will be sent via email.  Minnesota Department of Transportation has completed the state vehicle inspections.  NPAS had no errors or deficits.  A family from Falcon Ridge has made a donation for the purchase of Special Ed. Materials.  The district received a letter from a parent commending the staff and the sixth grade students who participated in program at Eagle Bluff.  

NEW BUSINESS

· Infinite Campus:  the current student data program recently switched to a web version that is not able to provide the services and program needs for the district.  Following demonstrations by two companies, the consensus is to switch to Infinite Campus as the student software.  The program is slightly higher in price than Skyward but will supply the functions we now require for our student data.  We anticipate running parallel with Skyward and Infinite campus until July 1st.
· Employee Leave Requests:   Superintendent Kauzlarich explained why the district is granting some leaves and denying others.  
· New Positions:  The superintendent explaned the need for additional staff.

Policy 302

SUPERINTENDENT
I.
PURPOSE
The purpose of this policy is to recognize the importance of the role of the superintendent and the overall responsibility of that position within the school district.

II.
GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY
The school board shall employ a superintendent who shall serve as an ex officio, nonvoting member of the school board and as chief executive officer of the school system.

III.
GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES
A. The superintendent shall be an ex officio, nonvoting member of the school board.

B. The superintendent is responsible for the management of the schools, the administration of all school district policies, and is directly accountable to the school board.

C. The superintendent may delegate responsibilities to other school district personnel, but shall continue to be accountable for actions taken under such delegation.
D. Where responsibilities are not specifically prescribed, nor school board policy applicable, the superintendent shall use personal and professional judgment, subject to review by the school board.
E. The superintendent shall perform the following:

a.
visit and supervise the schools in the school district, report and make recommendations about their condition when advisable or on request by the school board;

b.
recommend to the school board employment and dismissal of teachers;

c.
superintend school grading practices and examinations for promotions;

d.
make reports required by the commissioner; and

e.
perform other duties prescribed by the school board.

· 305 Policy Implementation

Policy 305
POLICY  IMPLEMENTATION
I.  PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to clarify the responsibility of the school administration for implementation of school board policy.

II. GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

a. It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent to implement school board policy and to recommend additions or modification thereto.  The administration is authorized to develop guidelines and directive to effectuate the implementation of school board policies.  These guidelines and directives shall not be inconsistent with said policies.  At least annually, these written procedures shall be presented to the school board for review.

b. Employee and student handbooks shall be subject to annual review and approval by the school board.

c. School principals and other administrators who have handbook responsibilities shall present recommended changes necessary to reflect new or modified policies.  Changes of substance within handbooks shall be reviewed by the superintendent to assure compliance with school board policy and shall be approved by the school board.

d. All policies must be reviewed after no more than five (5) years from board action to adoption.  The review date to be determined by the school board upon approval of said policy.  An earlier review date may be recommended as needed by the administration.

e. A single reading at a board meeting is required for policies brought forward for deletion or review with no change other than legal references.  A second reading required for all new or revised policies.

· 401 Equal Employment Opportunity

POLICY 401

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY
I.
PURPOSE 

The purpose of this policy is to provide equal employment opportunity for all applicants for school district employment and school district employees.

II.
GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A.
It is the school district’s policy to provide equal employment opportunity for all applicants and employees.  The school district does not unlawfully discriminate on the basis of race, color, creed, religion, national origin, sex, marital status, status with regard to public assistance, disability, sexual orientation, age, family care leave status or veteran status. The school district also makes reasonable accommodations for disabled employees.


B.
The school district prohibits the harassment of any individual for any of the categories listed above.  For information about the types of conduct that constitute impermissible harassment and the school district’s internal procedures for addressing complaints of harassment, please refer to the school district’s policy on harassment and violence. 


C.
This policy applies to all areas of employment including hiring, discharge, promotion, compensation, facilities or privileges of employment.


D.
It is the responsibility of every school district employee to follow this policy.


E.
Any person having any questions regarding this policy should discuss it with the Superintendent.

· 606 Educational Resources Selection Policy

Policy 606

TEXTBOOKS AND INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS
I.
PURPOSE
The purpose of this policy is to provide direction for selection of textbooks and all other instructional materials.

II.
GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY
The school board recognizes that selection of textbooks and instructional materials is a vital component of the school district’s curriculum.  The school board also recognizes that it has the authority to make final decisions on selection of all textbooks and instructional materials.

III.
RESPONSIBILITY OF SELECTION

A.
While the school board retains its authority to make final decisions on the selection of textbooks and instructional materials, the school board recognizes the expertise of the professional staff and the vital need of such staff to be primarily involved in the recommendation of textbooks and instructional materials.  Accordingly, the school board delegates to the superintendent the responsibility to direct the professional staff in formulating recommendations to the school board on textbooks and other instructional materials.


B.
In reviewing textbooks and instructional materials during the selection process, the professional staff shall select materials which:



1.
Support the goals and objectives of the education programs;



2.
Consider the needs, age and maturity of students;



3.
Foster respect and appreciation for cultural diversity and varied opinion; and


4.
Fit within the constraints of the school district budget.



5.         Align with the Minnesota Academic Standards 
 

6.        Permit grade-level instruction for students to read and study America’s founding 

                                   documents,  including documents that contributed to the foundation or maintenance of 

                                   America’s representative form of limited government, the Bill of Rights, our free-market 

                                   economic system, and patriotism; and



7.         Do not censor or restain instruction in American or Minnesota state history or heritage  

                                    based on religious reference in original source documents, writings, speeches,     

                                    proclamations, or records.    


8.         Are in the English language.  Another language may be used, pursuant to Minn. Stat 124D.61


C.
The superintendent shall be responsible for developing procedures and guidelines to establish an orderly process for the review and recommendation of textbooks and other instructional materials by the professional staff.  Such procedures and guidelines shall provide opportunity for input and consideration of the views of students, parents and other interested members of the school district community.  This procedure shall be coordinated with the school district’s curriculum development effort and shall utilize advisory committees.

IV.
SELECTION OF TEXTBOOKS AND OTHER INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS

A.
The superintendent shall be responsible for keeping the school board informed of progress on the part of staff and others involved in the textbook and other instructional materials review and selection process.


B.
The superintendent shall present a recommendation to the school board on the selection of textbooks and other instructional materials after completion of the review process as outlined in this policy.

C. Parents may inform the teacher about their values and beliefs and request to be informed when curricular materials are incompatible.  A student or parent may request alternative materials when the adopted materials are incompatible with their values or beliefs.  However, no parent has the right to determine the instructional material used for students other than his/her own children.

D. Notification of this alternative shall be published in student, parent, and staff handbooks.

V. RECONSIDERATION OF TEXTBOOKS OR OTHER INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS

A.
The school board recognizes differences of opinion on the part of some members of the school district community relating to certain areas of the instruction program.  Interested persons may request an opportunity to review materials and submit a request for reconsideration of the use of certain textbooks or instructional materials.


B.
The superintendent shall be responsible for the development of guidelines and procedures to identify the steps to be followed to seek reconsideration of textbooks or other instructional materials. 

C.
The superintendent shall present a procedure to the school board for review and approval regarding reconsideration of textbooks or other instructional materials.  When approved by the school board, such procedure shall be an addendum to this policy.
