PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

SPECIAL PRESENTATION

Literacy Plan:  Director of Teaching, Learning and Assessment Colleen Cardenuto presented the newly created Literacy Plan to the board. Under the 2011 Education Act, all school districts are required to have a plan in place that requires all students to read by grade three.  The school district will receive compensation for the students receiving additional instruction.  The approve plan will be placed on the district web-site as required by the Education Act.

 Strategic Plan, Building Highlights and Next Year Expectations:  Building principals were in attendance to inform the board of each sites goal that was reached.  High School:  Top priority for the high school was to maintain High Student Achievement.  The high school attained many accomplishments this past year but has many areas for changes and improvements.  The Math Curriculum needs a major revamping as test scores in Math have fallen the past two years.  Also highlighted was the number of student that now “Bring Their Own Device” to school and the need to supplement those students who do not have this resource available to them.  Also on the agenda for the high school is the development of a new grading scale.  Middle School:  A Safe and Orderly Learning Environment was the top priority for the Middle School.  The staff also worked on and utilized a comprehensive and challenging curriculum and focused on testing results to create a curriculum that would bring greater positive results.  Elementary Buildings:  Strong suits for the elementary buildings included the use of testing results, establish and meeting building goals and creating a unified outcome for all three schools.  PLC groups meet regularly to address the challenge of raising test scores.  Board member Pexa expressed her thanks for the dedication of the principals and also for the tours that were conducted.  Board members were able to see first-hand how schools operate.  Board Member Brooks commended the principals on their unity and dedication to the children of the district.

· Coaches’ Discretion: Coaches reserve the right to award a letter to a player who was injured or out of action due to unforeseen 

circumstances. Coaches can also award letters to seniors who did not play on Varsity, but were in the soccer program for at least 3 years and had good attendance and good conduct during those years.

· GIRLS SOCCER:

· Playing time:  A player must play in ¾ of the varsity games or ½ of the varsity halves.

· Practice time:  A player must attend all practices unless they have an excused absence from practice for each missed day.

· Conduct:  A player must not have a MSHSL violation during the season, or serve a MSHSL (or ISD #721) violation during the season.

· Academic:  A player must be passing all of their classes during the season.

Coaches’ discretion:  A senior player may also letter if 2-4 are met and they have been in the high school program for 4 years

Under Parking change to the following: For the 2012-2013 school year student parking will not be assigned and will be on a daily first come, first choice basis. Students will again need to complete and return the enclosed parking permit registration form and $120.00 to the New Prague High School office. This can be done beginning on Monday, August 6, 2012. Upon turning these items in at the high school office, the student will receive a parking permit, which will allow them to park in any numbered spot from 1-529 each day. The permit will have a number on it as they were ordered prior to the decision to make the change in the process, but the number will have no relevance as to where a student can or should park.
Some important things to keep in mind with the new system:

· Students need to make a point of having their permit displayed to assist in the monitoring of the lot. After one warning, failure to display the proper permit can be grounds for towing of the vehicle.

· Students may only park in numbered spot from 1-529. There is absolutely no reason for a student to be parked in a staff, handicap or visitor parking spot.

· We will be monitoring the parking lot randomly to check for vehicles that do not have permits and are not to be parked on school grounds. Students will be warned once, but then run the risk of having their vehicle towed if they park on school grounds without purchasing the proper permit.

· Students are responsible for being aware of the parking rules established on the parking registration they are signing and returning.

· Under Graduation Requirements add as the second sentence: Students scheduled to graduate in the 2014-15 school year and later must satisfactorily complete a chemistry or physics class that meets the standards underlying either the chemistry or physics credit.
Page 17

· Under Honor Roll add as the last sentence: A student must be receiving letter grades in a minimum of four classes to be placed on the Honor Roll.
· Under Schedule Changes the last sentence should read: After 3 days into the trimester, students will not be allowed to change their schedule.
Page 22

· Add to the end of paragraph two under Behavior Expectations, Consequences, and Policies: If a student’s off-campus speech or behavior results in “substantial disruption of the learning environment” the student can be disciplined.

· Under Pictures/Video Taping add as the last sentence: Possession, use, or sharing of cameras, phones, or other electronic devices in locker rooms and physical education classes is strictly prohibited.
