RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COMMENCEMENT OF LITIGATION/ARBITRATION

WHEREAS, in or about 2006, the School District contracted with All Metro Glass to install certain window systems at the Raven Stream and Eagle View School buildings;

WHEREAS, under the District’s Agreement with All Metro Glass, All Metro Glass warranted that it would install windows that were of good quality and free from defects;

WHEREAS, the District experienced water intrusion through the window systems, and retained Encompass Engineering to review the circumstance;

WHEREAS, Encompass has issued a report concluding that the window systems are not of good quality, and are not free from defects;

WHEREAS, All Metro Glass was notified of the issues, and has refused to correct the deficiencies;

WHEREAS, Encompass has recommended that the deficient window systems in the Raven Stream and Eagle View School building be replaced;

WHEREAS, the District has obtained an estimate to do the recommended work of approximately $1,000,000; and 

WHEREAS, the Board, because of the Contractor’s unwillingness to address the issues described above, and in order to protect the public interest, wishes to initiate litigation/arbitration to recover the cost of the needed remedial work.

NOW, THEREFORE, AS IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The District administration and Attorney are authorized and directed to initiate litigation/arbitration against All Metro Glass and any other potential culpable party, to seek to recover the cost of the needed remedial work described above.

2. The District administration and Attorney are authorized to take all actions necessary to carry out the terms of this Resolution.
