The regular meeting of the New Prague Area Schools was called to order at 7:00 pm on January 31, 2005.  Board members absent were Havlicek, Fadden and Tietz.  All other members were present.  The school board approved the agenda and supplemental agenda with included the sale of bonds for the building of new schools and the resignation of Randy Anderson, Director of Finance and Head Girls Tennis Coach. Approval of all items on the consent agenda was unanimous.  In Action, the board adopted, by roll call, the resolution approving the sale of the bonds for the new buildings and naming Northland Securities as financial advisor for the school district.  Also approved was the 2004 Audit.  Committee Items included receiving all Standing Committee reports and Dates to Note.  The board also heard the presentation by Lynn Broberg, teacher and Darren Kermes, Director of Special Services requesting Board Approval for the Adaptive Hockey Program.  Upon receiving approval, the program can be presented to the State High School League for their approval, and then can enter into competition for the 2005/06 season.  The committee rose, accepting the recommendations; approved the Adaptive Floor Hockey Program and adjourned the meeting at 9:40 pm.
