Summary of Regular School Board Meeting  December 15,  2005

In order to enhance the timelines of reporting happenings at school board meetings, we have changed to summation reporting. The Regular meeting of the New Prague Area Schools was called to order at 7:00 pm on December 15, 2005.  All Board members were present.  The agenda and supplemental agenda were approved.  The consent agenda was unanimously approved following the notation and correction of an error in the minutes..  Received the presentation by Ellers, Inc. on the certification of the levy and sale and levy of the bonds for the High School addition and approved levies and sale.  Approved the writing of classes and curriculum for the High School.  Approved the goals established for the Journey of Excellence. Approved contracts for the following staff:  ECFE, Curriculum, Limited Custodian, Lead Buildings& Grounds coordinator,. Accounting Assistant, Payroll Clerk, Human Resources, Principals, Student Activities Director and Special Services Director.  In Committee, discussed a transportation adjustment, the naming of the new buildings, set meeting dates, reviewed the January 2 workshop date, received reports from standing committees and MRVSEC and notes dates.  Upon arising  from committee, the board immediately acted upon  the Transportation issue with monies taken from the Fund Reserve for the purchase of three vans, and set transportation guidelines.  The new buildings received the names New Market-Eagle View, New Prague Current – Falcon Ridge and New Prague New – Raven Stream and the Intermediate School building will be renamed Central Avenue Education Campus.  Set January 19 as the first meeting date in January for the oath of office for the new board members and the re-organization meeting.  Set December 20 as the date for a special meeting for purposes of approval of contracts.  A motion was made to change the school calendar to reflect February 21 as a non student contact date.  Motion failed keeping January 2 as the date for professional education classes with those choosing to not participate to use June 2 as the alternate contract day.   Recognized Tim Heinen for 12 years of service to the district, Rod Tietz for 8 years and Diane Weyrick for four years.  Presented out-going board members with an appreciation gift on behalf of the district.  Meeting adjourned at 9:12 PM.
