Summary of Regular School Board Meeting  May 22, 2006

The Regular meeting of the New Prague Area Schools was called to order at  6:30 pm with board member Fadden absent.  The pledge of allegiance was recited by board members and the public in attendance.  Stephen Trettle, National winner in the Science Fair contest gave the school board a demonstration of his award winner project.  The agenda and supplemental action agenda of personnel issues was approved.  The school board unanimously approved the consent agenda.  In Action, the non-renewal of Deb Gregor was rescinded and her resignation was accepted.  The board approved the resolution of non-renewal for teacher Tara Nelson.  During Committee of the Whole, the board reviewed the status of construction of Central Campus; received information on the progress of the high school addition and viewed the murals and quotes that have been chosen for the new elementary buildings.  Changes to the handbooks of the Middle School and Elementary buildings were reviewed and immediate action was requested for each building.  Received update on the Wind Generator, Johnson Controls roles and limitations and the formation of a joint powers board with the other school districts that have entered into this agreement. Immediate action was asked to approve entering into an agreement with Johnson Controls for the construction of Wind Generators.  Norm Miller of ADM Superintendent Search Firm presented the board with the process of the Superintendent Search with meetings dates to be set with bargaining groups, the community at large and an on-line survey.  Dates to note were noted.  The committee rose and moved to accept the committee recommendations.  Immediate action was taken to approve the changes to the Middle School and Elementary Schools handbooks and approved the entering into agreement with Johnson Controls for the purpose of Wind Generator Construction.
