Summary of Regular School Board Meeting  September 11, 2006

The Regular meeting of the New Prague Area Schools was called to order at 7:45 pm.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited and a moment of silence was observed in memory of September 11, 2001.  Roll was taken with all board members in attendance.  Approval was made on the agenda and following questions on a personnel issue which was directed to Donna Friedmann for clarification, the consent agenda was approved.  There was no Action Agenda.  Committee items discussed included weighted grades at the high school for AP Classes and College in the Schools.  Heard an update on construction of the high school addition, saw a timeline for the opening of Eagle View Elementary and status of the soccer field construction.  Preliminary information was received from the finance director on the Levy for 2007.  Setting the levy is the first step in the budget process for 2007/2008.  Approval of the levy is requested at the next meeting. Also, the board received information on the dollars remaining from the elementary building construction project.  Received reports from sub-committees on weighted grades, requested the superintendent to begin the process for a new Master Plan; and, noted dates.  A question was raised about the time for the first meeting in October that is scheduled for a Tuesday as there is a holiday on the Monday.  Time will remain at 7:45 pm.  And secondly, asked the superintendent to see if there was an impact to our district with the opening of Montgomery/Lonsdale’s new elementary building in Lonsdale.  The board rose from committee, accepted the recommendations and immediately acted to approve the weighted grades for Advanced Placement Classes and College in the Schools courses offered at the high school for the 2006/2007 school year.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
