Summary of Regular School Board Meeting  February 5, 2007

The Regular meeting of the New Prague Area Schools was called to order at 6:00 pm.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited and roll was taken with all board members in attendance.    The request for immediate action on the name change to Central Education Campus is not needed as this item is for reaffirmation of a previous board action.  The meeting dates for regular school board meetings and dates and time for school board meetings are also affirmation only.  Noting this change to the agenda, the board approved the agenda and the consent agenda items.  No Action Items were presented for this meeting.  In Committee, the board reviewed the change in dates for school board meetings, noting that prior dates were legal holidays when no meetings can be held.  Sub Committee dates and times were established.  Discussion on the Levy Elections was held noting that continues work is being done on the budget and presentation materials to be used for public meetings.  The superintendent will be attending a workshop on school levy elections and will bring information to the board.  In committee reports:  The Executive Board met and worked on agenda and superintendent contract.  Strategic Leadership will be working with the District Leadership Team as they develop an operating plan that will grow into a Long-Range Strategic Plan with wider community and board involvement.  Review & Evaluation:  Operation Director Tim Rybak presented a report on rebates received by the school district.  Included were e-rates which are discounted costs to school districts for internet connections and communications; rebates were also received from various utilities that were used in the efficient building designs during the construction of the new buildings.  The class action, anti-trust suit settlement with Microsoft was explained and rebates were presented together with how the monies will be used throughout the school district. Rebates, e-rates and settlements received totaled nearly $160,000.00. Dates to Note were reviewed and updated.  Board attendance at the National School Board conference was discussed.  Board member Fadden expressed his wishes to attend.  The committee rose and accepted recommendations.  Meeting was adjourned at 6:57 pm.
