Summary of Regular School Board Meeting May 27, 2008:  Meeting was called to order with board members reciting the pledge of allegiance.  Roll was taken with board member Carlson not in attendance.  Curriculum Director Colleen Cardenuto addressed the board on the curriculum chosen for next year and the results of the NWEA testing.  During Open Forum, Charlien Cook addressed the board on behalf of herself and several other mothers in attendance expressing concern with kindergarten students not being able to locate their bus when leaving school at the end of the day.  The amended agenda was approved, with amendments being tabling the second reading of policy 524 and sending to committee for additional revisions and the addition of a closed session for purposes of negotiations.  Items on the consent agenda were approved.  In action, resolution was passed for non renewal of Tamara Kasch Flugum.  Milk and Bread bids were awarded and approved the 2009 budget.  Committee reports: Executive Board - Committee met and discussed agenda for meeting and budgets for 2008 and 2009.  Strategic Leadership -  Committee met with Wold representatives to begin the process for the Strategic Plan.  Background information was received along with the process of committee formation. The budget was also discussed.  Review & Evaluation - Representatives from Wold Construction presented their outline for strategic planning and held discussion of the purchase of the Borkowski property.  The committee also reviewed policies and are bring those to the board for first reading.  MRVSEC - Discussion is establishing a procedure for In-School Suspension within the MRVSEC program.
