He also expressed concern on the lack of nomination for the Hall of Fame.  Ne w Prague is entering into its 102 year of education and only received one nomination last spring.  The agenda was amended removing the immediate action item.  The amended agenda and the consent agenda were approved.  In action, resolutions for the change in polling locations, Aid Anticipation Bond and membership in the Minnesota State High School League were read and by roll call vote were approved.  The annual Health and Safety report was also approved.  Enrollment updates were given to the board by Operations Director Tim Rybak.  He will present updates at all of the meetings from now through October 1.  Dan Pyan, Finance Director, gave the May financial report.  The board as a committee heard a report on the changes that will be voted on for the Missota Conference.  Good news included the large participation in the Student Recognition Ceremony, the acceptance of Raven Stream in the Math and Science Academy and the Tree Trust Program.
