Summary of Regular School Board Meeting December 13, 2010:  Meeting was called to order, roll was taken and the Pledge was recited.  Two community members addressed the board on the Attendance Boundary Changes.  The closed session was deleted for the agenda.  Both the agenda and the consent agenda were approved.  Sandy Linn, Finance Officer presented the mandated Truth in Taxation.  The public was invited to speak to the issue.  Approval of 2010 Levy payable 2011 was moved to action.  In New Business, the board heard the letter of resignation from Board Member Trista Robischon and discussed the process for filling the vacancy.  Both items were moved to Action on the agenda. Reports were received from Policy on the first reading of multiple policies.  Budget will meet on December 14 and SEPAC will meet on December 16.  In Good News, Community Education Director Amy Eich has earned NCEA Administrative Competency Endorsement for Excellence in Community Education Leadership; Special Education has written and received a grant to purchase Livescribe Pens to be used by students in all buildings.  The first district newsletter will be included in the next Community Education.  Parents are asked to sign up for the Key Communicators list so they may receive email updates on what is happening in the district.  The latest TV show will have Joann Torp, Jake Timm and Sandy Linn as guests.  In action, the letter of resignation was accepted and a vacancy was declared.  The board approved the process of nomination and appointing a new board member.  A resolution was read appointing Tim Rybak to fill the vacancy was unanimously approved.  Also approved was the 2010 Levy Payable in 2011 in the amount of $9. 825,256.84. Other action items approved were the Audit, the Attendance Boundary Change Plan, the agreement with the city of New Prague for an SRO officer and a change in the administrator for the 403B.
