Summary of Regular School Board Meeting August 22, 2011:  Meeting was called to order with all members present. Agenda additions included discussion on Raven Stream Development and action request for the transfer of land to the City of New Prague.  The agenda and Consent agenda were approved.  Received updates from MRVSEC and Carver Scott, negotiations and the superintendent.  Discussion was held on the Raven Stream Development and the request for payment from Geiger Properties.  The board instructed Superintendent Kauzlarich to get a proposal from Geiger Properties, and learn what the district is liable for.  Updated figures were used to create new projections for finances of the district.  Also the district has learned that they will be receiving additional aid from the state.  Using these figures, a new five year projection was created.  Based on this new information and the projections, recommendation was made to ask for a $100 increase over the current levy.  In action, the board approved the participation in the Super Mileage Challenge Program, and adopted resolutions for the transfer of land to the city and for approval of a special levy referendum election in November.  More information and continued discussion will take place at the work session on September 12th.

Meeting was recessed and board members entered into closed session for purposes of negotiations.  At 7:59, meeting was reopened and adjourned.
