Reports were received on the TIES conference attended by board member Schoenbauer.  No reports were given on Policy and MRVSEC/Carver Scott.  The superintendent reported on the upcoming community meeting in regard to the shooting hoax. Eagle View’s Brian Triplett is one of two teachers from Minnesota who was selected to attend the 2013 Mickelson ExxonMobil Teachers Academy in New Jersey.  This week long all-expense paid academy will provide tools to enhance curricula, networking with other teachers and learn innovative ways to teach math and science to his students. In business, approval was given for a three year contract with the new superintendent.  Also approved was a request for a TRA contribution for a principal who will be on a 3-5 year leave of absence.  May 10th was approved as a makeup day for school absence. The field trip request for the Archery Club was approved.  Building Safety will have further studies done prior to installing any equipment.  Request was made to add the discussion on Athletic Facilities to the next agenda.  Also requested was the option for payment and various design options for the fields.  Meeting adjourned at 7:17.
