Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the School Board of Independent School District No. 721, State of Minnesota, was duly held on September 26, 2011, at 6:30 p.m.

Member ___________________ introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR SALE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, SERIES 2011A; COVENANTING AND OBLIGATING THE DISTRICT TO BE BOUND BY AND TO USE THE PROVISIONS OF MINNESOTA STATUTES, SECTION 126C.55 TO GUARANTEE THE PAYMENT OF THE PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST ON THE BONDS
TERMS OF PROPOSAL
BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board of Independent School District No. 721, State of Minnesota, as follows:

1.
The Board hereby finds and declares that it is necessary and expedient for the School District to sell and issue its fully registered general obligation bonds in the total aggregate principal amount of $7,970,000 (said amount being subject to adjustment in accordance with the Terms of Proposal).  A portion of the Bonds (the "Refunding Portion"), together with other available funds of the District, shall provide funds for the current refunding of the Refunded Bonds and to prepay on February 1, 2012, the 2013 to 2016 principal installments, aggregating $7,435,000 in principal amount, of the Issuer's General Obligation Refunding Bonds, Series 2004, bearing a date of original issue of March 1, 2004 (the "Refunded Bonds").  The Refunded Bonds were originally issued to provide funds for the crossover refunding of the District's General Obligation School Building Bonds, Series 1996A, bearing a date of original issue of March 1, 1996.  A portion of the Bonds (the “Equipment Certificates Portion”) shall provide funds to finance the prepayment of special assessments pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 123B.61, as amended.  The Equipment Certificates Portion may be issued by resolution and without the requirement for an election.
2.
The Board, having been advised by SPRINGSTED Incorporated, its independent financial advisor, hereby determines that this issue shall be privately sold after receipt of written proposals, as authorized pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 475.60, Subdivision 2, as amended.

3.
The Board shall meet at the time and place specified in the Terms of Proposal attached hereto to receive and consider proposals for the purchase of said bonds.  

4.
The terms and provisions of the Terms of Proposal, in substantially the form attached hereto, are hereby adopted as the terms and conditions of said bonds and of the sale thereof, and shall be made available to all prospective purchasers of the bonds.  

5.  (a) The District hereby covenants and obligates itself to notify the Commissioner of Education of a potential default in the payment of principal and interest on its General Obligation Bonds, Series 2011A (the "Bonds") and to use the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55 to guarantee payment of the principal and interest on the Bonds when due.  The District further covenants to deposit with the Bond Registrar or any successor paying agent three (3) days prior to the date on which a payment is due an amount sufficient to make that payment or to notify the Commissioner of Education that it will be unable to make all or a portion of that payment.  The Bond Registrar for the Bonds is authorized and directed to notify the Commissioner of Education if it becomes aware of a potential default in the payment of principal or interest on the Bonds or if, on the day two (2) business days prior to the date a payment is due on the Bonds, there are insufficient funds to make that payment on deposit with the Bond Registrar.  The District understands that as a result of its covenant to be bound by the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55, the provisions of that section shall be binding as long as any Bonds of this issue remain outstanding.

 (b) The District further covenants to comply with all procedures now or hereafter established by the Departments of Management and Budget and Education of the State of Minnesota pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55, subdivision 2(c) and otherwise to take such actions as necessary to comply with that section.  The chair, clerk, superintendent or business manager is authorized to execute any applicable Minnesota Department of Education forms.

SPRINGSTED Incorporated is authorized to prepare an Official Statement and to open, read and tabulate the proposals for presentation to the Board.

The District reserves the right, after proposals are opened and prior to award, to increase or reduce the principal amount of the Bonds or the maturity amounts offered for sale.  Any such increase or reduction will be made in multiples of $5,000 in any of the maturities.  »In the event the principal amount of the Bonds is increased or reduced, any premium offered or any discount taken by the successful bidder will be increased or reduced by a percentage equal to the percentage by which the principal amount of the Bonds is increased or reduced.

»Proposals for the Bonds may contain a maturity schedule providing for a combination of serial bonds and term bonds.  All term bonds shall be subject to mandatory sinking fund redemption at a price of par plus accrued interest to the date of redemption and must conform to the maturity schedule set forth above. BOOK ENTRY SYSTEM

The Bonds will be issued by means of a book entry system with no physical distribution of Bonds made to the public.  The Bonds will be issued in fully registered form and one Bond, representing the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds maturing in each year, will be registered in the name of Cede & Co. as nominee of The Depository Trust Company (“DTC”), New York, New York, which will act as securities depository of the Bonds.  Individual purchases of the Bonds may be made in the principal amount of $5,000 or any multiple thereof of a single maturity through book entries made on the books and records of DTC and its participants.  Principal and interest are payable by the registrar to DTC or its nominee as registered owner of the Bonds.  Transfer of principal and interest payments to participants of DTC will be the responsibility of DTC; transfer of principal and interest payments to beneficial owners by participants will be the responsibility of such participants and other nominees of beneficial owners. OPTIONAL REDEMPTION

»The Bonds will not be subject to payment in advance of their respective stated maturity dates.

SECURITY AND PURPOSE

»The Bonds will be general obligations of the District for which the District will pledge its full faith and credit and power to levy direct general ad valorem taxes.  »In addition, the District has covenanted and obligated itself to be bound by the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55 and to use the provisions of that statute pursuant to which the State will appropriate money to the payment of the principal and interest on the Bonds when due if the District is unable to make a principal or interest payment.  The proceeds will be used to »(i) refund the February 1, 2013 through February 1, 2016 maturities of the District’s General Obligation Refunding Bonds, Series 2004, dated March 1, 2004, and (ii) prepay a special assessment to the City of New Prague.

BIDDING PARAMETERS 

»Proposals shall be for not less than $»7,906,240 and accrued interest on the total principal amount of the Bonds.  

No proposal can be withdrawn or amended after the time set for receiving proposals unless the meeting of the District scheduled for award of the Bonds is adjourned, recessed, or continued to another date without award of the Bonds having been made. Contemporaneously with such wire transfer, the bidder shall send an e-mail to bond_services@springsted.com, including the following information; (i) indication that a wire transfer has been made, (ii) the amount of the wire transfer, (iii) the issue to which it applies, and (iv) the return wire instructions if such bidder is not awarded the Bonds.

Any Deposit made by the successful bidder by check or wire transfer will be delivered to the District following the award of the Bonds. AWARD

The Bonds will be awarded on the basis of the lowest interest rate to be determined on a true interest cost (TIC) basis.  The District's computation of the interest rate of each proposal, in accordance with customary practice, will be controlling.

The District will reserve the right to:  (i) waive non-substantive informalities of any proposal or of matters relating to the receipt of proposals and award of the Bonds, (ii) reject all proposals without cause, and (iii) reject any proposal that the District determines to have failed to comply with the terms herein.

»BOND INSURANCE AT PURCHASER'S OPTION

If the Bonds qualify for issuance of any policy of municipal bond insurance or commitment therefor at the option of the underwriter, the purchase of any such insurance policy or the issuance of any such commitment shall be at the sole option and expense of the purchaser of the Bonds.  Any increased costs of issuance of the Bonds resulting from such purchase of insurance shall be paid by the purchaser, except that, if the District has requested and received a rating on the Bonds from a rating agency, the District will pay that rating fee.  Any other rating agency fees shall be the responsibility of the purchaser.

Failure of the municipal bond insurer to issue the policy after Bonds have been awarded to the purchaser shall not constitute cause for failure or refusal by the purchaser to accept delivery on the Bonds.

CUSIP NUMBERS

If the Bonds qualify for assignment of CUSIP numbers such numbers will be printed on the Bonds, but neither the failure to print such numbers on any Bond nor any error with respect thereto will constitute cause for failure or refusal by the purchaser to accept delivery of the Bonds.  The CUSIP Service Bureau charge for the assignment of CUSIP identification numbers shall be paid by the purchaser.

»SETTLEMENT»
»Within 40 days following the date of their award, »the Bonds will be delivered without cost to the purchaser through DTC in New York, New York.  Delivery will be subject to receipt by the purchaser of an approving legal opinion of »Knutson, Flynn & Deans, a Professional Association of Mendota Heights, Minnesota, »and of customary closing papers, including a no-litigation certificate.  On the date of settlement, payment for the Bonds shall be made in federal, or equivalent, funds that shall be received at the offices of the District or its designee not later than 12:00 Noon, Central Time. The purchaser's obligation to purchase the Bonds will be conditioned upon receiving evidence of this undertaking at or prior to delivery of the Bonds.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT

The District has authorized the preparation of an Official Statement containing pertinent information relative to the Bonds, and said Official Statement will serve as a nearly final Official Statement within the meaning of Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and Exchange Commission.  For copies of the Official Statement or for any additional information prior to sale, any prospective purchaser is referred to the Financial Advisor to the District, Springsted Incorporated, 380 Jackson Street, Suite 300, Saint Paul, Minnesota 55101, telephone (651) 223‑3000.

The Official Statement, when further supplemented by an addendum or addenda specifying the maturity dates, principal amounts and interest rates of the Bonds, together with any other information required by law, shall constitute a “Final Official Statement” of the District with respect to the Bonds, as that term is defined in Rule 15c2-12.  By awarding the Bonds to any underwriter or underwriting syndicate submitting a proposal therefor, the District agrees that, no more than seven business days after the date of such award, it shall provide without cost to the senior managing underwriter of the syndicate to which the Bonds are awarded »250 copies of the Official Statement and the addendum or addenda described above.  The District designates the senior managing underwriter of the syndicate to which the Bonds are awarded as its agent for purposes of distributing copies of the Final Official Statement to each Participating Underwriter. We were blessed with four extra days with our precious K.

345,600 seconds.

On that Saturday we were preparing additional things for K to take with her and needed to go shopping. We thought we were going to be in and out of the mall.

Like I said, K loves music. In the year she was with us, there would be music throughout our house all the time and she particularly enjoyed Classical Music, her favorite piece being the 1812 Overture by Tchaikovsky. When we thought she was going to be with us forever, that was one of our far-off plans, to have her see a live orchestra with us and experience music in it fullest and purest form. When we found out she would be leaving us, we thought that opportunity had passed us by.

Then, miraculously, there you were. The New Prague High School Marching Band. All the way from Minnesota.

I don't know what the members of your marching band thought about the city of Elizabeth, or the mall, or the group that gathered around them. It wasn't New York, it wasn't a concert hall, it may not have even felt important.

It was.

You gave my family a wonderful gift we thought we would never experience. We enjoyed live orchestral music with our daughter. In those last moments of being together, you miraculously gave us something that will last a lifetime.

So to all the members of the New Prague Marching Band, we thank you. You granted a priceless wish to people you never even met, let alone knew. Even though as years go by you might forget your trip to Elizabeth, that family will never forget you. If your members choose not to continue with their musical pursuits, let them know that on that day they represented their school, their town, and their music with distinction, honor, and beauty.
