· Information on St. Wenceslaus Cemetery Lease Agreement for year 7/1/13-6/30-14
This lease is dated July 1, 2013.  It is a legal agreement between the Tenant and the Landlord to rent the property described below.  The Landlord as used in this Lease means Saint Wenceslaus Catholic Church, 215 East Main Street, New Prague, Minnesota. The word Tenant as used in the Lease means Independent School District No. 721, New Prague, Minnesota.

This Lease is a legal contract that can be enforced in court against the Landlord or Tenant if either one of them does not comply with this Lease.

I. DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY: The property is located in two parcels in the City of New Prague, county of Scott, State of Minnesota, said property described as follows, to-wit:

Parcel 1: Beginning at the Northeast corner of the Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 34, Township 113, Range 23, West running approximately thence south 470 feet, thence west 540 feet, thence north 470 feet, thence east 540,feet to the place of beginning, Scott county, Minnesota.


Parcel 2: That part of Plat of the Saint Wenceslaus Addition to New Prague, being part of the Northwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 34, Township 113 North, Range 23 West, Scott County, Minnesota, described as follows: Beginning at a point 33.00 feet East and 40.00 feet South of the Northwest Corner of said Southeast Quarter; thence East 300.00 feet; thence South 600.00 feet; thence West 300.00 feet, thence North 600.00 feet to the point of beginning.

2. TERM OF LEASE: This Lease is for a term of 1 year commencing on 7/1/2013 through 6/30/2014.
3. RENT: The rent for the property is $500.00 annually. 
4. MAINTENANCE: That Tenant shall be responsible for all maintenance and upkeep of the leased premises and improvement made as set forth in the Lease; by way of example and not by limitation, maintenance shall include mowing the grass, fertilizing when necessary and paying the costs of such maintenance, during the Lease period.

5. TAXES: That both Landlord and Tenant are tax exempt organizations and therefore neither Landlord nor Tenant is currently liable for real estate taxes. Therefore, it is agreed that in the event, at any time during the term of this Lease, real estate taxes or assessments are assessed to the leased premises and a tax liability is incurred, Landlord shall pay the real estate tax and a special assessment liability as it pertains to the leased premises during the term of this Lease.

6. LIABILITY: Tenant shall indemnify Landlord against all expenses, liabilities and claims of every kind, by or on behalf of any person or entity arising out of either 1) failure by Tenant to perform any of the terms or conditions of the Lease, 2) any injury or damage happening on the leased premises arising in whole or in part from negligence of the Tenant, 3) failure to comply with any law of any governmental authority, or 4) any mechanic's lien or security interest filed against the demised premises or equipment, materials or alterations of structures or improvements thereon.

7. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING: Tenant shall not assign this Lease, lease the property to anyone else (sublet), sell this Lease without the prior written consent of the Landlord.

8. SURRENDER OF PREMISES: Tenant shall give Landlord possession of the property when this Lease ends.  When Tenant moves out, Tenant shall leave the property in as good a condition as it was when the Lease started, with the exception of reasonable wear and tear.

9. OPTION: That at the expiration of the Lease period of 1 year, Tenant shall have an option to renew the Lease for an additional agreed upon period of time. The terms of rent paid for the new lease period shall be negotiated at the expiration of the Lease.

10.DEFAULT: If Tenant violates any term of this Lease, Landlord may evict Tenant for any violations of this Lease.
11. USE: The Tenant shall be allowed to use the premises for athletic activities and any other activity selected by Tenant within its sole discretion.

12. ASSIGNS: The terms of this Lease apply to the Tenant and Landlord. The terms of this Lease also apply to any assigns or legal representatives of Tenant and Landlord and any person to whom this Lease is assigned.

RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING DATES

FOR FILING AFFIDAVITS OF CANDIDACY

BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board of Independent School District No.721, State of Minnesota,

as follows:


1. The period for filing affidavits of candidacy for the office of school board member of Independent School District No.721 shall begin on July 30, 2013and shall close on August 13, 2013. An affidavit of candidacy must be filed in the office of the school district clerk and the $2 filing fee paid prior to 5:00 o'clock p.m. on August 13, 2013.


2. The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause notice of said filing dates to be published in the official newspaper of the district, at least two (2) weeks prior to the first day to file affidavits of candidacy.


3. The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause notice of said filing dates to be posted at the administrative offices of the school district at least ten (10) days prior to the first day to file affidavits of candidacy.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the period for filing affidavits of candidacy for the office of school board member of Independent School District No.721 shall begin on July 30, 2013 and shall close at 5:00** o'clock p.m. on August 13, 2013.


The general election shall be held on Tuesday, November 5, 2013. At that election, three (3)

members will be elected to the School Board for terms of four (4) years each.

Affidavits of Candidacy are available from the school district clerk, 410 Central Ave No., New Prague. The filing fee for this office is $2. A candidate for this office must be an eligible voter, must be 21 years of age or more on assuming office, must have been a resident of the school district from which the candidate seeks election for thirty (30) days before the general election, and must have no other affidavit on file for any other office at the same primary or next ensuing general election.


The affidavits of candidacy must be filed in the office of the school district clerk and the filing fee paid prior to 5:00 o'clock p.m. on August 13, 2013.
